Steps

1.
•	On the top of fixture (Fig. 1), prepare the wiring of the fixture through 
the access plate shown below.

•	Carefully lift the fixture toward the drywall ceiling space and connect 
fixture to main power according to wiring diagram and applicable 
electrical code.

If required, aircraft suspension cables can be included to support the 
fixture during this step. 

NOTE: Wood blocking or drywall anchors are required to reinforce the 
screws to the drywall.

•	Test the fixture connections by turning the fixture on and off.

4.
•	Fit the fixture into the pre-cut drywall ceiling space and secure to the 
surface by driving applicable screws through the holes in the flange and 
into the drywall (Fig. 2).

In order to connect fixtures in series, the electrical connection 
has to be done in a junction box outside the fixture only.

If Continuous Run
Prior to fastening to the drywall, complete the electrical connection 
between segments. Position segments such that the joint between 
fixtures is secured with no visible gaps. Fasten as per Step 4.

•	Plaster and sand over spackle flange in order to create a smooth finish 
with the drywall surface.

•	Turn on the fixture
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
